As you know, devastating floods struck Kwa-Zulu Natal and the Eastern Cape in April 
this year. Just as the Fund was beginning the process of downscaling, we were called 
upon to assist the country in its hour of need. 

The Solidarity Fund Floods Response pillar was established to manage the floods 
response activities and is managed separately from the Fund's other pillars. To date, 
approximately R30,8 million in funding has been received in donations. All funds have 
been disbursed and no further active fundraising will take place. 

With these funds in hand, Solidarity Fund Floods Response completed a situation 
analysis and project plan and contracting with selected partners has been finalised. The 
funding available comprises donations received from a number of corporates, 
foundations and individuals. All funds have been allocated to organisations that are 
already providing on-the-ground relief in KZN or have disaster relief experience in the 
Eastern Cape. A closed funding call to select organisations providing critical activities and 
services related to the KZN/EC flood relief efforts was done and proposals were assessed 
according to a matrix including criteria such as: understanding and response to the 
need; potential for rapid mobilisation and operationalisation; potential for sizeable 
impact and improved outcomes. Meeting the Solidarity Fund’s stringent eligibility and 
due diligence criteria was also a requirement.

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MESSAGE FROM
THE CEO

What a difference a year makes. At the end of June last year, South Africa was at 
the height of its third Covid wave, fuelled by the deadly Delta variant. Our 
hospitals were packed to capacity and our medical staff pushed to their limits. 
Additionally, around this time in 2021, the civil unrest took place, putting 
additional strain on the structures of society and the economy. Look how far we 
have come. Last Wednesday night, on the 22nd of June, the government 
announced the repeal of the mask mandate and the last rules on restricted 
occupancy at events. Our country is healing, and we can all celebrate taking the 
next step towards normalcy while also taking stock of the hard path that led us 
here. 

Since the last newsletter in May, much progress has been made on the new 
Solidarity Fund Floods Relief intervention. All funds have been disbursed to 
chosen partners and work is progressing.  As we progress with downscaling our 
operations, we are working hard to meet our September deadline to have the 
process finalised. As this work continues, our remaining interventions are 
wrapping up and also reaching their conclusion.

The path of the Solidarity Fund has been a demanding one, with diversions and 
speedbumps challenging us every step of the way. As the recent floods have 
shown, our downscaling process has been no different. The floods have also 
shown, however, that the Fund is built for challenges and change and, as a team, 
we continue to take everything in our stride and respond with purpose to 
anything that comes our way.

DONORS URGED TO
CLAIM THEIR SECTION 

18A CERTIFICATES

As the time of the Fund’s downscaling draws closer, donors are urged 
to go online and claim their Section 18A Certificates. The process of 
scaling down the Fund's operations is on track to conclude, as 
scheduled, by the end of September 2022. It is imperative that these 
certificates are claimed by the donors themselves as the Fund is not 
able to issue them to individual donors. For security purposes, the 
process requires that every donor registers with a unique cellphone 
number or email address and receives a one-time pin in order to 
access the certificate. As a result, only donors or donor representatives, 
are able to claim their certificates. 

Below is a simple guide on how to access your certificate: 

The HCRF was established in response to the July 2021 unrest and looting 
that impacted Gauteng and KwaZulu-Natal. It was set up to assist affected 
SMME's and communities with support related to business and economic 
recovery, food security, peace building and health care. The HCRF runs as a 
distinct part of the Solidarity Fund and is in line with its mandate. It operates 
with a segregated bank account but, as a part of the Solidarity Fund.

This year’s theme was “From Vision to Reality: Leadership
Skills to inform the complexity of the demands on leadership". Tandi Nzimande
spoke on Crisis Leadership, with particular emphasis on the correlation between the
attributes of the Solidarity Fund and those of a successful leader in a world of flux.

FARMING INPUTS 
VOUCHER PROGRAMME
ENDS ON A HIGH

The third phase of the Farming Inputs Voucher programme is closed. 

The programme aimed at providing support to subsistence farmers who did not 
benefit from the first two phases of the programme, by issuing them with farming 
input vouchers to the value of R2 000 each. A total of 18 350 vouchers to the value 
R36,7m were redeemed over the two-month period of the programme, reflecting a 73% 
redemption rate overall, and helping to facilitate self-employment, improve livelihoods 
and increase food access and production. It is noteworthy that of the total vouchers 
redeemed, 68% were redeemed by women.

CECILIA MAKIWANE
MODULAR HOSPITAL GETS 
FIRE SAFETY EQUIPMENT

In May 2021, the 100 bed COVID-19 modular hospital at Cecilia Makiwane, built in 
partnership with Siemens, was completed and handed over to the Eastern Cape 
Department of Health. In March this year, the Fund supplied the hospital with fire 
safety equipment to ensure that it is protected against the risk of fire-related 
accidents that have become so common countrywide.

One of the major concerns regarding roll-out of the vaccine is access. The role of the 
Fund in terms of the vaccine rollout programme is additive, helping to strengthen 
vaccine availability, supply, access, service points, and overall coverage, to ensure 
that as many people as possible are vaccinated. Since the Solidarity Fund provided 
support to the national vaccine roll-out, 320 outreach sites have been opened and 
over 1,38 million additional people have been reached helping to improve vaccine 
coverage.

HCRF TEAM VISITS
BENEFICIARIES AND SEES

THE DONORS’ FUNDS AT WORK

The civil unrest that swept across parts of Kwa-Zulu Natal and Gauteng in 
July last year continues to make an impact on businesses and traders in 

the area who are still struggling to get back on their feet. As part of the 
HCRF’s response, the partnership with Afrika Tikkun FNB targeted 
smaller SMME businesses with a turnover of under R3 million. This 

partnership allowed businesses that would ordinarily not be eligible for 
formal assistance, to receive the help they needed to rebuild. Through this 

partnership, the HCRF has enabled 756 SMMEs, saving 2 544 jobs. The 
businesses were supported by a total of R62 million in funding. 

Nothing brings home the successes of the HCRF quite like visiting the 
beneficiaries and seeing the positive results in real life. To this end, on 

3 June 2022, Afrika Tikkun CEO Alef Meulenberg hosted Solidarity Fund 
CEO Tandi Nzimande, HCRF Pillar Head Wongakazi Majola, Project 

Manager Francois du Toit and former Solidarity Fund reporting team 
member Jordyn Armstrong at a site visit in Durban KwaZulu Natal. The 
intention was to see, first hand, the impact that the programme has had 
on the businesses and communities impacted by the unrest. The team 

visited 3 of the many SMME’s that had been affected by the civil unrest, 
spending time at a butchery, a sweet shop and a community outreach 

and ECD centre during the course of the day. While the team were deeply 
impacted by the harrowing stories of loss and emotional trauma, what 

stood out was the sheer resilience of these entrepreneurs, who, as a result 
of the support received via the Afrika Tikkun / FNB partnership and the 

Solidarity Fund grant, were able to retain their hope, regain their strength 
and rebuild to trade another day.

As the Fund continues its path towards the final phase of the Solidarity Fund 
downscaling process, it is more important than ever to keep the public updated on all 
activities and continue to display transparency and accountability. To this end, the 
Solidarity Fund released a media statement on the 21st of June updating the media 
and public on the status of the Fund as of the second quarter of this year. The release 
included an update on funds received and disbursed as well as on the current 
interventions and activities under the Fund’s pillars. This included the Solidarity Fund 
Floods Response, Health, Humanitarian Relief and the Humanitarian Crisis Relief 
Fund.
